WHEREAS, K.S.A. 19-101(a), as amended, grants "Home Rule"

authority to counties and provides "counties are hereby empowered to
transact all county business and perform such powers of local
legislation and administration as they deem appropriate . . "y oand,

WHEREAS, it is deemed advisable to issue revenue bonds of
the county that will promote, stimulate and develop the general economic
welfare and prosperity of the county and of the state of Kansas.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE BOARD OF COUNTY COMMIS-
SIOMERS OF SHAWNEE COUNTY., KANSAS:

Section 1. Definitions. Whenever used in this resolution,
un]eés a different meaning clearly appears from, the context,
(1) "Revenue Bonds" means bonds issued by Shawnee County to'bo paid
exclusively from the revenue produced by the "project" property and
facilities improved, constructed, reconstructed, repaired or otherwise
improved by the use of the proceeds of said honds. Such Revenue Bonds
shall not be general obligations of the County and shall not contain
the recitals set forth in K.S.A. 10-112 or any amendments thereto.

Such Revenue Bonds shall, however. contain Lhe following recitals:




Such bonds shall recite the authority under

which such revenue bonds are issued and thas

they are issued in conformity with the pro-

visions, restrictions and Himitetions thereof,

and that such bonds and the interest thereon

are to be paid from the money and revenue

received from the rates and fees charged and

rentals received for the use of the project

acquired, improved, constructed, reconstructed,

repaired or otherwise improved by the proceeds

in whole or in part from such revenue bonds

when issued and sold.
(2) "Project" means any land, interest in land, building, structure,
facility, system, fixture, improvement, addition, appurtenance,
machinery or equipment or any combination thereof, and all real and

personal property deemed necessary in connection therewith, or any
manufacturing, commercial, office, retail, charitable, non-profit,
educational, or any other project provided that the existence of such
project will create or promote the economic welfare and prosperity
of Shawnee County and the State of Kansas through the promotion and
advancement of physical and mental health, industrial, comnercial,
charitable, agricultural, natural resources and recreation.
(3) "Project Costs" means and includes the sum total of all reasonable
necessary costs incidental to the acquisition, construction, recon-
struction, repair, alteration, improvement and extension of a project
including without Timitation the cost of studies and surveys, plans,
spécifications, architectural and engineering services, legal, marketing,
or other special services, financing acquisilions, demolition, construction,
equipnent end site developient ol hew and rehabilitated buildings,
rehabilitation, reconstruction, and all other necessary and incidental

the revenues to be derived from the project.

Section 3. Shawnee County of Kansas is hereby authorized
to (1) issue ils revenue bonds, the proceeds of 'which shall be used
only to pay project costs; (2) enter into Lease or Lease-Purchase
Agreements which shall provide for a renlal sufficient to amortize the
cost of the project, plus the fair market value on th® date of the
Agrecment of the site, if it is necessary to purchase the site. Such
Ngreement shall also provide for a reasonable rate of interest on the
outstanding principal and reimburse the county for the cost of any
other obligation ussumed by it under the Agreement; (3) to pledye the
rentals received from the project to the punctual payment of the
principal of and interest on the bonds authorized by this resolution,
together with the redemption premiums, if any, (4) to sell and convey
such projects, including without limitations, the sale and conveyance
thereof subjectlto'the terms of the Lease or Lease-Purchase Agreement;
(5) to issue its ﬁonds to refund in whole or in part bonds previously
issued by such county under the authority of this resolution; (6) to
appoint a paying agent and/or truslee bank for the benefit of the bond
holders.

section 4. Ixercise of Powers - Bunds.  The exercise of all
povers gronted by this resolution may be authoriczed and bonds may be
sulLhorized Lo be issued under Lhis vesolulion fur the purposes set forth
in Lhis resolulion by resolution ol Lhe Boavd ol County Cormissioners
afl Shavnee Covnly, Fanwar,

fhe bonds shall Lhear inlevest ol Lhe rale or rates payable at
cuche Ursee, wtay bheoin one o wore sevies way bear osuch date or dates,

nay ol e at gch Lime or Coaes, miay be pavable in such place or places,
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may carry such registration privileges, way be subjeut to such terms of
redemption at such premiums, may be executed in such manner, may contain
such terms, covenants and conditions, and may be in such form either
coupon or registered, as such Qesolution may provide. The bonds may be
sold at public‘or private sale in such manner and upon the terms as may
be deemed advisable by the Board of County “ommissioners.

Section 5. Signing and Execution of Bonds. Such bonds issued
by the County §ha11 be sigﬁed by the Chairman of the Board of County
Commissioner;i;%d attested by the County Clerk under seal of the county.
The interest coupons to be attached to said bonds shall be signed by the
facsimile signatures of the said officers. The bonds may be signed by
the facsimile signatures of the said officers upon the e;ecution and
filing of a Certificate of Facsimile Signature with the office of the

Secretary of State as provided by law.

Section 6. Registration of the Bonds. Al1 bonds issued under

the authority of this resolution shall be registered in the office of the

County Clerk as provided by K.5.A. 10-107.

Section 7. The Bonds Limited Obligation. Nothing in this

resolution shall be so construed as to authorize or permit the County
‘Lo make any contract or to incur any obligation of any kind or nature
except such as shall be payable solely out 6f the rentals from the
project with respect to which such bonds arc issued. Mo holder of any
bonds issucd under this resolution has the right to compel in the
exercise of taxing power of the Counly to pay the bonds, interest or

premium, if any, thercon and the ponds do not constitute an indcbtedness

ol the Counly.

Peguircients.  The ecguinition and consbruction of.a project shall not

bhe subjecl Lo oany reguirements celaling to public buildings, structures,



grounds, works or improvements imposed by the Kansas Statutes Annotated,
or any other similar requirement which may be lawfully waived by the
section and any requirement of competitive bidding or restriction imposed
on the proccdﬁre for award of contracts for such purpose or for the lease,
sale or other disposition of the property of the County is not applicable
to any action taken under the authority of this resolution.

se:tion 9. Pledge of Tacility and Carnings. - The County,

by Resolution of the Board of County Commissigners of Shawnee County,
Kansas, may pledge the project purchased or constructed and the net
earnings therefrom to the payment of the Revenue Bonds and the interest
thereon, and provide that the net earnings thereof shall be set aside
as a sinking fund for that purpose.

Section 10. Severability. The provisions of this resolution

are severable, and if any of its provisions or any sentence clause or

paragraph should be held unconstitutional by any court of competent

‘jurisdiction, the decision of such court shall not affect or impair any

of the remaining provisions. «

BE 1T FURTHER RESOLVED that Resolution No. HR-78-14 is hereby
rescinded.

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HOME RULE RESOLUTION NO. lHIR-B4-1¢

A RESOLUTION ESTABLISHING POLICY
AND PROCEDURES FOR ISSUANCE OF INDUSTRIAL REVENUE BONDS
PURSUANT TO K.S.A. 12-1740 ET SEQ.

WHEREAS, the DBoard of County Commissioners of
Shawnee County, Kansas, desires to be  active in the pro-
motion and stimulation of economic growth of the County;
and,

WHEREAS, the issuance of industrial revenue bonds
by the County is perceived to be of assistance in aiding
financially in the industrial and economic development of

the County; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of
Shawnee County, Kansas, has authority to. issue industrial
revenue bonds pursuant to K.S.A. 12—1740‘et seq.; and,

WHEREAS, the Board of County Commissioners of
Shawnee County, Kansas, deems it advisable to establish a
policy and procedure for the issuance of such bonds.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED by the Board of Coun-

ty Commissioners.of Shawnee County, Kansas, meeting in regu-

lar session on this {éxfﬁ day of October, 1984, that the

following policy and procedures shall be applied and used

when considering an application for the issuance of indus-

trial revenue bonds.

Al POLICY

1. The project should result in cconomic growth for the

County and the State.

2. The project should add to the employment or preserve

existing jobs in the County.




Payment in lieu of taxes will generally be expected and
will be negotiated with the applicant prior to the issu-

ance of the resolution of intent.

PROCEDURE '

All requests for the issuance of industrial revenue

bonds shall be initiated by filing four (4) copies of an
application in letter form with the office of the Board
of County Commissioners of Shawnee County, Kansas.

All applications shall contain:

a. The names and addresses of all persons who would be

obligated as tenant and guarantor, if any, under the

lease.

b. The names and addresses of the. principal officers

and directors of the applicant.

€. A description of the nature of the applicant's busi-
ness.
d. A detailed description of the proposed project to be

financed with the proceeds of the bonds.

e. A statement with respect to the impact upon the

employment int he County.

f. The dollar amount of the bonds being requested.

9. A statement setting forth the estimated use of the
bond proceeds including a detailed breakdown of the
proposed costs which includes an estimate of under-

writing, attorney fees and other miscellancous

expenses.

h.  The name and address of the proposed underwriter or

purchaser of the bonds.

A map showing the location of the proposed project.




A statement with respect to the status of the zoning
at the project site.

A legal description of the property to be subject to
the lease.

The existing appraised valuation (not assessed) of
the property to be acquired as of January 1 preced-
ing the application as to land, improvements and
equipment.

A certified audit, if‘available, of the last fiscal
vear's business of the applicant prepared by an
independent certified public accountant. Depending
on the amount of time between the last certified
audit and the date of the request for Dbonds, the
County may require additional interim financial
statements and records.

For relatively new or propOSed.businesses, for which
audits are unavailable, all information which might

be relevant to the financial feasibility of the pro-

ject, including feasibility studies, financial
statements, historical experience and financial
statementslof the applicant, historical experience

and financiql statements of the applicant, a com-
plete financial outline of the total project plan
including retirement of debt, and other corporate,
partnership, and/or personal assurance that the
applicant has sufficient financial strength to make
the County's risk in issuing the bonds negligible.

A statement that the applicant will pny all costs of

the County relative to the application and issuance

of the bonds whether or not the bonds are issued.

HR-78-14 and Resolution No. 79-203.

1. This resolution shall take effect upon publication in

the official County newspaper.

and attachments. The statement of facts must be in affidavit form. Applications or statements
that have not been signed by the property owner before a Notary Public will not be considered.
Pursuant to K.S.A. 79-213, and amendments thereto, the property owner is required to file the

application. If the subject property is leased, the lessee can not file the application,

2. Pursuant to Kansas law, the burden is on the applicant to prove affirmatively that relief is
necessary. Failure to do so will result in the denial of the request for exemption.

3. Enclose any applicable filing fee(s) pursuant to K.A.R. 94-2-21. Checks or money orders should
be made payable to the Court of Tax Appeals. For information regarding fees with the State
Cowrt of Tax Appeals, visit www.kansas.gov/cota/ or contact the Court at (785) 296-2388. The
County Appraiser’s office also has fee schedules available.
