RE: Midwest Sports Productions - Agreement
Outdoor Adventure - Sports Division

Purpose: Board of Commissioners authorization and execution of the attached agreement
between Midwest Sports Productions (MSP) and Shawnee County Parks + Recreation is
requested. The lease agreement lays out the terms and conditions for hosting youth baseball and
fastpitch tournaments at the Beftis Family Sports Complex, Lake Shawnee Girls Sofiball
Complex and additional county owned facilities starting in 2019. Annual expenses are
approximately $97,000 while revenues are consistently around $266,500 based on the past two
years. Funds are available from the Qutdoor Adventure — Sports operations budget to facilitate
this agreement.

Justification: The Master Plan suggests reviewing and improving partnerships and develop
agreements that are setup to assist both parties with offering services in an efficient manner by
contracting with vendors who gain brand assoeiation or notonety as a preferred vendor of Parks
+ Recreation in exchange for services or other agreed upon benefit. MSP is a Vendor Partner
who gains brand association and notoriety as a preferred supporter of SCP+R.

On August 27, 2018, the BCC approved SCP+R to solicit bids for youth sports tournament
providers. MSP was the only responding vendor for such services. MSP has collaborated with
SCP+R since 2010 at county facilities. The partnership details are administered through the
Qutdoor Adventure — Sports Division. This Apreement states the responsibilities and
compensation through 2021.

SCP+R was awarded the 2019 USSSA Girls National Championships which over the past three
summers has brought over 180 teams to Shawnee County in July.

The economic impact for Shawnee County related to MSP administered tournaments is estimated
at $5.2 million using the Direct Impact Formula (DIF) provided by a study of Shawnee County
by Visit Topeka through Tourism Economics, Inc. The development of important partnerships
such as this supporis the Master Plan by combining resources to create additional funding to
reduce the burden on local taxpayers while continuing to focus on maintaining our quality
facilities.

In accordance with the Mission and Vision Statements of Shawnee County Parks + Recreation
and the Foundation, MSP has agreed to continue to offer fundraiser toumament(s) with
contributions deposited in the Foundation directly related to keeping facilities first class for years
to come. Over the past three years, the donations to the Foundation from MSP have resulted in
over $51,000 being set aside to improve existing facilities. To continue improving sports
facilities across the county, SCP+R will deposn $5 of each per game fee into the Building
Maintenance Fund.

2018 MIDWEST SPORTS PRODUCTIONS CONTRACT

THIS CONTRACT i3 entered into this day of , 2018, by and
between THE BoArb OF COUNTY COMMISSIONERS OF THE COUNTY OF SHAWNEE, KANSAS,

hereinafter referred to as “County,” and MinwgST SPORTS PRODUCTIONS, hereinafter referred

o as the “Contractor.”

WHEREAS, the County is the owner of parklands and facilities, hereinafter referred to

as the “Premises” and opevates the public park and facilities located therein for the recreational

use by the public; and

WHEREAS, the Caunty desires to securc the services of the Contractor to perform the
duties of offering youth tournaments for bascball and softball programs at the Premises in the

years 2019, 2020, and 2021; and

WHEREAS, the County as a public entity may not desipnate exclusive sanctioning

rights or usage for desires to provide said services to the County; and

WHEREAS, Shawnee County Parks + Recreation, hereinafter referred to as the
“Department” shall be the department 1‘esp0hsible for carrying out responsibilities of the County;

and
WHEREAS, the Contractor desires to provide said services to the County; and

NOVW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein the

Partics agree as follows:

1. PURPOSE. This is a lease agreement-requiring Contractor to provide youth
towrnaments for baseball and softball played at the Premises. The Parties agree that the baseball
and softball season includes youth towrnament schedules as identified and defined in Appendix A
and B for 2019, Toumnament dates for 2020 and 2021 shall be determined by December 15




annually. In the event additional open dates arise the Contractor shell be notified as provided

¢ herein.

The Contractor use of the Premises is limited to tournament activities which may take place
between 6AM until 11PM. The Contractor shall provide each towrnament schedule to the Spotts

Division seventy two (72) hours in advance of the first game time for planning purposes only.

2, NOTICE. Any notice by either party to the other shall be in writing and shall be
deemed to be given only if delivered personally or mailed by registered or certified mail as
follows:

3. TERM. This Apgreement shall be effective fiom the date above until December
31, 2021, This Agreement may be renewed for an additional thiee (3} years through December
31, 2024, upon the mutual written consent of both Parties. Either party may terminate this
Agreement before December 31, 2021, without cavse by providing thirty (30} days written notice
to the other party.

Any violation of the terms of this Agreement shall he grounds for immediate termination of this
Agreement. In the event this Agreement is terminated for any reason, the Contractor shall forfeit
any compensation to the County prior to the termination. In addition, the INSURANCE and
INDEMNIFICATION provisions of this Agreement shall survive the termination of this

Agreement.




4, INDEPENDENT CONTRACTOR. It is mutually understood and agreed that
Contractor is associated with the County only for the purposes and to the extent specified in this

Apreement, and in respect to performance of the contracted services pursuant to this Agreement,

Contractor is and shall be an independent contractor and, subject only tc the terms of this
Agreement, shall have the sole right to supervise, manage, operate, control, and direct perfor-
meance of the defails incident to its duties under this Agreement. Nothing contained in this
Agreement shall be deemed or construed to create a partnership or joint venture, to cieate
relationships of an employer-employee or principal-agent, or to otherwise create any liabitity for
the County whatsoever with respect to the indebtedness, liabilities, and obligations of Contractor

or any other party.

Contractar shall be solely responsible for, and the County shell have no obligation with
respect to: (1) withholding of income taxes, FICA, or any other taxes or fees; (2) insurance
coverage; (3) participation in any group insurance plans available to employees of the County;
(4) participation or contibutions to the Xansas Public Employees Retirement System; (5)
accumulation of vacation leave or sick leave; or (6) unemployment compensation coverage
provided by the County, Contractor shall indemnify and hold County hemmless from, and defend
County against, any and all losses, damages, claims, costs, penalties, liabilities, and expenses
arising or incumed becaunse of, incident to, or otherwise with respect to any such taxes or fees,
Neither Contractor nor it's employees, agents, or representatives shall be considered employees,
agents, or representatives of the County, The Parties shall continually evaluate the nature of
services and the term of the Agreement negotiated in crder to determinc “independent
contractor” status, and shall monitor the work relationship throughout the term of the Agreement

to ensure that the independent contractor relationship remains as such.
S, RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE COUNTY.

a. Referrals. The Depariment shall refer use of officiating services to the Contractor by a

predetermined contracted vendor for youth baseball/softbull tournaments on County facilities.




b. Fields. The Department agrees to prepare the apprapriate number of fields prior to game

time. The Department shall work with the Contractor on scheduling, field issues, and site

amenities services for baseball/softhall tournaments.

¢, Special Use. In accordance with County Code, Att II, Sec 21-55, Special Use of the
Parks, the Director of the Department does hereby prant the Contractor permission during
activities listed in Appendix A and B on the Premises allowing temporary stuctures and

activities.

d. Utilities. The County agrees to provide only existing services during said schedules at no
additional charge.

e. Imvoices. The Department shall invoice Contractor based on each tournament surnmary
held at said locations within three (3) business days of conclusion of said townament. These
invoices shall include game reports and any information should it be reported such as facility,

equipment and field issues; accident/incident information; site, team or visitor feedback.
6. RESPONSIBILITIES OF THE CONTRACTOR.

a. Provide basehall and softball tournaments at the Lake Shawnee Girls Softball Complex
and the Bettis Family Sports Complex.

b. In addition to any applicable Federal or State rules or regulations, the Contractor agrees
to adhere to all Shawnee County Code, Parks + Recteation Regulations and Rules, and
individual complex policies. The Contractor agrees to enforce such policy with respect to

players, teams, fans and visitors during tournament schedule.

" The Contractor shall monitor play, coaches, managers, players, fans, volunteers and staff at each -
complex and parkland providing for a positive sports environment in cooperation with the
Departm'cnt and USSSA sportsmanship puidelines. The Contractor shall inform participants,
including but not limited to players, coaches and fans, of the Department Sportsmanship

Emphasis document and enforce such terms should they arise throughout the rental periods.




¢, The Contractor is required to provide first right of refusal to Topeka Premier Umpire

Association (TPRA) for umpiring services. TPUA may limit officials from working mote than
four consecutive games, shall require professional appearance and mechanics from each game
official and site staff, and ensure that game officials utilize the wmpire rooms provided prior to,

during and afler tournaments,

d. Emergency Action Plan, The Contractor agrees to provide adcquatﬂ. public safety for
spectators and participants at the site during the townament schedule. An Emergency Action
Plan should be provided in writing and implemented with relation to activities occwring during
this agreement. Such EAP should minimally include severe weathet, concussion, and heat related

policies and be implemented with assistance from the Connty prior to the first scheduled game.

e. The Conlractor agrees and understands that its officers, agents, or employees shall not be
under the influence of any alcoholic beverages or narcotics during the performance of services

under this Apreement,

f. The Contractor agrees and understands that it is respensible for any medical expenses
that may be incurred by its officers, agents, or employees as a result of performing services under

this Agreement.

g. The Contractor understands that it is required to keep payment records for tax purposes.
The County shall not withhold or be responsible for, nor indemnify the Contractor for any

federal, state, or local taxes, which may be imposed or levied upon the subject maiter of this
Agreement.

h. The Conlractor shall handle all accounting, bookkeeping, and pay officials.

i. The Contractor agrees to allow the Department to gather survey information from each
coach, manager, team or spectators entering any venue. A suwas'y sample shall be provided to

the Contractor at least one month prior to any tournament in which such information is desired.




J. The Contractor agrees ta provide a tournament synopsis for each townament held at said
locations. These reparts should include team and contact information, feld locations, daily
weather conditions, any accident/incident information including ejections or suspensions, staff or
site issues, concessions feedback, and team comments. A facility report that identifies hazards,
conditions, anything that might alter or affect safety and play in a timely manner should be
reported to staff on site immediately upon discovery.

k The Contractor shall cooperate by following P+R Poliey for the Volunteer Program
abiding by the standards set forth for volunteer accountability and recording of such details.

1. The Contractor agrees that no vendors are allowed without prior approval from the Sports

Division. Vendors shall be required to fill out an application with Parks + Recreation.

m. The Contractor agrees to pick up trash throughout the facilities, parking lots, team warm
up areas and neavby parklands. The contractor shall be responsible to check the following during

tourmarments: restroom, umpire locker room, tournament office, and spectator areas.

n. The Contractor shall assist the County by advertising, promoting, scheduling and
management of a Shawnee County Parks + Recreation Foundation Toumament held each year at

the Bettis Family Sports Complex and Lake Shawnee Girls Softball Complex.

o. The Contractor, through the USSSA State Director, shall certify a Parks + Recreation
employee to be a USSSA area Divector,

7, FINANCIALS. .

a. A per game fee and any applicable supplies fee was established detailing out true costs
associated with field usage. Applicable supplies include drying agents, chalk, fencing, utilities,
labor and additional maintenance requests meet the requirements of the Parks + Recreation Cost
Recovery Policy. The Contractor agrees to compensate the Department for such services in the

manner shown in Appendix A and B within ten {10) business days of receipt of a Department




invoice for said games during agreed vpon tournament(s) excluding the Foundation Fundraiser

Tournaments noted on Appendix A,
i  Five dollars ($5) of each per gane fee shall be deposited into the Paks +
Recreation Building Maintenance Fund.
b. All funds generated as a resuit of the fundraising tournaments shall be deposited into the
Shawnee County Parks + Recreation Foundation per Contract C080-2017,

The Shawnee County Parks + Recreation Master Plan provided details of utilizing cost recovery
associated with events, maintaining standards and park usage not directly related to facility
rentals. In meeting those requirements, the Organizer agrees to the following:

¢. In addition to the per game or supply fee, Contractor agrees a d(;naﬁon shall be given to
the Shawnee County Parks and Recreation Foundation (SCPRF), a 501(c)(3) non-profit
organization, which hes been granted permission to fundraise per Contract C080-2017. A
donation commitment of no less than Ten Thousand Dollars and No/100 ($10,000.00} shall be
made by November 1 annmally. The donation is deposited into the Facilities and Programs Fund
for future enhancements to be determined by the SCPRF board.

8. PERFORMANCE MANAGEMENT. The Contractor should adhere to policy
recommendations for Parks + Recreation Partnerships. This shall include working together to
meet desired outcomes. The outcomes include establishing measurable performance methods,
standards of quality, financial reports, customer satisfaction, shared equity, and regular meetings

for discussion of operations and services provided to the County.

The Contractor shall assist the County in maintaining a comprehensive Cepital Improvement
Plan (CIP) for the site. The CIP shall consist of developing a committee comprised of at least
two (2) Contractor and two (2) County representatives. The committee shall review and update
the CIP with all proposals being presented to the County by November 15 annually for

consideration,




9. CONTRACTOR RECORDS AND DOCUMENTS, The Concessionaire shall
document Performance Management Measures with reference to this partnership that supports
efforts to maintain facilities and assets, promote amenities and unsage, and provide activitiss
while maintaining the integrity of natural/cultural resources. With respect to all matters covered
by this Agreement, Contractor records and documents shall be subject to review or audit by the

County,

1.  INSURANCE. The Contractor shall provide and maintain for the duration of this
agreement, &t it’s expense, general liability insurance in a good and solvent insurance company
ar companies licensed to do business in the State of Kansas in the amount of at least One Million
Dollars and No/100 ($1,000,000.00) with respect to injury or death to any one person and at least
Three Hundred Thousand Dollats and No/100 ($300,000.00) with respect to damages to
property., The Contractor further agrees to pravide to the County proof of insurance, for each
vear of this agresment, to be submitted to the County by March 1. Certified copies of said
palicies, naming Shawnee County as an additional insured and providing for thirty (30) days
notice to the County before mati:r.ia] alteration or cancellation shall be delivered to the County.

11. INDEMNIFICATION. The Contractor covenants and agrees to indemnify,
protect, defend, and save County hammless from amd agﬁnst any and all claims, ciemands,
liabilities, and costs, including reasonable attorney’s fecs, arising from damage or injury, actual
or claimed, of whatsoever kind or character, to property or persomns occwmring or allegedly
oceurring in, on, or about the Premises, or arising as a result of the Activities or any other use
thereof or program operated therefrom by the Contractor and from all costs and expenses related
thereto. Upan notice fram County, Confractor shall defend County in any action or proceeding

brought thereon,

12.  ASSIGNMENT AND SUBLETTING. Contractor shall not assign this
Agreement or any interest therein, nor let or sublet the said Premises or any part thereof or any
right or privilege appurtenant thereto, noi permit the occupancy or use of any part thereof by any

other person.




13.  NON-IMSCRIMINATION. The Parties agree to comply with all Federal laws

relating 1o nen-diserimination in connection with any use, operation, program, or activity on or

relnted to the previously described property, including, but not [imited to:

a. All requirements imposed by or pursdant to the non-discrimination regulations of the
United States Department of the Interior (43 C.F.R. Part 17);

b. Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 (42 U.S.C. § 2000d-1) which prohibits
discriminaﬁor\l on the basis of race, color, or national origin; '

¢. The Age Discrimination Act of 1975, as amended (42 U.S.C. § 6101 et seq.}, which
prohibits discrimination on the basis of age,

d. Section 504 of the Rehsbilitation Act of 1973, as amended (29 U.S.C. § 794) which
prohibits diserimination of the basis of handicap;

e. The Architectural Bartiers Act of 1968, as amended (42 U.S.C. 4151), which requires
facilities located on the property to be accessible to the physically handicepped; and

f. The Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990 (42 U.8.C. 12181), which requires that no
otherwise qualified handicapped individual shall, solely by reason of his or her handicap, be
excluded from participation in, be denied benefits, or be subiect to discrimination under any

program or activity receiving Federal Financial Assistance.

14.  WAIVER. Failure of either party to complain of any act or omission on the part
of the other party, no matter how long the same may continue, shall not be deemed to be a
waiver by said party of any of said party’s rights hereunder. No waiver by any party at any time,
expressed or implied, of any breach of any provision of this Agreement shall be deemed a waiver
of breach of any other provision of this Agreement or a consent to any subsequent breach of the
same or any other provision. If any action by either party sﬁﬂ] require the consent and approval
of the other party, the other party’s consent to or approval of such action on any one occasion ..
shall not be desmed to be a copsent to or approval of seid action on any subsequent occasion.
Auy and all rights and remedies which either party may bave under this Agreement, upon any
breach, shall be distinct, separate, and cumulative, and shall not be deemed inconsistent with
each other; and no one of them, whether exercised by said party or not, shall be deemed to be an

exclusion of any other.




15. SEVERABILITY. The provisions of this Agreement are severable. In the event
any paragraph or portion of the Agreement is declared illegal or unenforceable, the remainder of

the Agreement shall remain in effect and binding upon the Parties,

16. KANSAS LAW AND VENUE. This Agreement shall be interpreted in
accordance with Kansas law., Any action to enforce or interpret the terms of this Agreement

shall be filed in a court of competent jurisdiction located in Shawnee County, Kanses.

17. MERGER. The Shawnee County Contractual Provisions Attachment (the
“CPA”"), which is attached to this Agreement is incorporated by reference and made & part of this
Agreement. Together this Agreement, Appendix A and B, and the CPA represent the entire
agreement and understanding Between the Contractor and the County. No terms, conditions,
conrse of performance, usage of trade, understandings, or agreements purporting to modify,
supplement, ot explain eny provision of this Agreement shall be effective unless in writing,

signed by representatives of both Parties authorized to amend the Agreement,

A CONTRACT FOR VETERINARY SERVICES

THIS CONTRACT is entered into on this Qj day of NU\[ 20Lﬁuy and between the
Shawnee County Sheriff's Office of the county of Shawnee, Kansas, here in refer to as “Sheriff”,
and Animal Clinic of North Topeka, hereinafier referred to as a “Provider”.

WHEREAS, the sheriff desires to contract with the provider to provide professional veterinary
services for the county; and the provider desires to provide said professional veterinary services
to the county.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants contained herein, the parties
agree as follows:

QUARINTINE SERVICES

1. Upon the request of the Shawnee County Sheriff's Office, hereinafter referred to as "Sheriff's
Office”, the Provider will quarantine all stray, unclaimed, unwanted, or cats and or dogs that
have bitten a human or other animal and/or animal that has/have been bitien by another animal.
The quarantine period shall be for ten (10) days to determine if the animal is rabid. If the animal
remains unclaimed or its ownership remains unknown at the end of the ten (10) day quarantine
period, the Sheriff's Office animal control officers, hereinafter refer to as “Officers”, will remove
the animal to the Helping Hands Humane Society shelter for its proper disposition pursuant to
shelter policies.

2. The Provider will provide names and phone numbers of personnel for the officers to contact
to make arrangements to quarantine an animal involved in a biting incident, which occurs during
the Provider’s office and non office hours.

3. The Sheriff's Office shall pay the Provider One Thousand One Hundred dollars and No/100
dollars ($1100.00) for quarantine services. The provider shall bill the Sheriff's Office Ninety-one
dollars and 67/100 cents ($91.67) by the tenth (10™) day of each month for the services. The
sheriff's office shall pay the Provider within thirty (30) days of receipt of this bill.

EUTHANASIA AND DECAPITATION SERVICES

1. The Provider shall euthanize any animal only when is in his professional judgment,
euthanasia is you humanely necessary. The Provider shall inform the Officers of his judgment
before euthanizing such animal. The Officer shall notify the necessary parties of this action.

2. If an animal is euthanized because it has displayed signs of being rabid, the Provider shall
decapitate the animal and prepare any required specimens for rabies testing as specified by the
Shawnee County Health Agency.



3. The Officer shall dispose of all carcasses of animals euthanized as a result of euthanasia and
decapitation services by Provider.

4. The Sherift's Office will pay the provider Twenty dollars ($20) for each animal that is
euthanized and Twenty-five dollars ($25) for each animal that is decapitated and prepared for
rabies testing. If Provider deems that an animal is infested with fleas, the Provider will treat the
animal for fleas with Capstar. The cost of the Capstar 1s six doliars ($6.00) for animals less than
twenty-five pounds (<25 Ibs) and eight dollars ($8.00} for animals over twenty-five pounds (>25
1bs).

5. The Provider shall bill the Sheriff's Office monthly for such services. This bill shall be
included in the bill sent to the Sheriff's Office for quarantine services. The Sheriff's Office shall
pay the Provider within thirty (30) days of the receipt of the Provider’s bill.

GENERAL PROVISIONS

1. The Sheriff's Office will initiate and respond to all contacts with an animal's owner or
presumed owner, regarding any of the services performed under this contract. The Provider’s
services under this contract are performed on behalf of the Sheriff's Office. The Provider shall
refer to the Sheriff's Office all contact it may receive regarding any animal’s care under this
contract. The provider shall not act as an agent, spokesperson, contact, or intermediary for the
sheriff's office.

2. Nothing in this contract shall be construed to prevent Provider for charging and collecting any
fees or charges which he may lawfully collect for any services under this contract from any third
party, which may be responsible for such animal, and/or at whose request the services are
performed. In collecting any fees from a third party, the Provider shall not act or represent
himself as an agent for the Sheriff's Office or County. Neither the Sheriff's Office nor the
County shall be responsible under this contract for any fees that the Provider may be unable to
collect, for any reason whatsoever, from any third party.

3. The Provider shall provide verification of license to practice as a veterinarian in the State of
Kansas.

4. The Provider shall provide verification of professional liability insurance as required by the
State of Kansas.

5. The Provider shall not discriminate against persons served or employed by the county on the
basis of race, creed, gender, national or ethnic origin, or disability

6. The term of this contract shall commence upon the execution of the contract by the SherifT of
Shawnee County, Kansas and continue in effect for Twenty-four (24) months. There after the
Agreement shall automatically renew for an additional successive 12 month term unless written
notice of intent not to renew is provided by one party to the other at least sixty (60) days prior to
the expiration of the then current term.



7. This contract represents the entire agreement of the parties, supersedes any and all prior
written or oral arguments between the parties and neither party shall rely upon any verbal
representatives, either express or implied, not specifically stated herein. This contract shall not be
amended or modified except by written agreement of both parties.
